	Variables - All are clearly defined: constants “What I kept the same…”, independent “What I changed…”and dependent “What I measured…”

	Materials - Detailed list is given with exact amounts included

	Procedure - Numbered steps in sequence describing the experiment clearly. Could easily be repeated by another person. Ran at least three trials.

	Data - Includes observations of the experiment as quantitative data: numbers, standard metric (SI) units, or scale made up by the student AND qualitative data: words describing physical or behavioral changes

	Analysis - Graphs, percentages, averages of data displayed with proper labels. Used to describe the trends or patterns found in the data collected. May include comments on reason for the trend noticed.

	Conclusion - Based on your analysis if the data and states if hypothesis is supported by your results or not. Include suggestions for improvements or modifications if the experiment were repeated.

	Acknowledgements - Tell who helped you with the project or who took photos. List resources used for background information.
